COMPUTING

In this unit, children will develop their
understanding of computer systems and
how information is transferred between
systems and devices. Children will
consider small-scale systems as well as
large-scale systems. They will explain the
input, output, and process aspects of a
variety of different real-world systems.
They will also take part in a collaborative
online project with other class members
and develop their skills in working
together online.
